The Auspicious Creator

TVAM SOMAASI SATPATISTVAM RAAJOTA VRTRAHAA. TVAM BHADRO ASI KRATUH. (Rg. I, 91, 5)  

Word by word meaming

 - Oh (SOMA) Satisfied-self [One who is calm, cool, contended and free from all passions], Almighty God, (TVAM) You (ASI) are (SATPATIH) the True Master [the Protector of the good]. It is (TVAM) you who is (RAAJAA) the Embellisher [Ruler] of all (UTA) and (VRTRAHAA) the Annihilator of darkness [ignorance] in this world. (TVAM) You (ASI) are, oh God, (BHADRAH) Auspicious by nature and (KRATUH) the Creator of the universe.

Invocation

Oh God, Divine and Gentle Ruler, Lord of all, You are  ‘Soma’, the Author of all products of nature, the Extractor of the essence of all gross matter. In Your creative processes, your gentle nature, oh Lord, is accessible to the righteous whose protector You Yourself are. Not only this, You are, My Lord, the “Raajaa” the Ruler, the Embellisher of all living beings and also ‘Vrtrahaa’ the Framer, Propeller and Splitter of clouds (into watery showers). Your Divine Nature, oh God, is auspicious. You are the Maker of felicity and you alone are the Creator of the whole universe. 

Yajna

Praajaapatyaahuti

Om Prajaapataye Svaahaa. (The main Mantra printed in red is not uttered). That is why it is called Maun Aahuti. 

Idam Prajaapataye Idanna mama.

Meaning: I am offering this oblation to Prajaapati, the Almighty God who is the Father of all. This is meant for God. It is not for me.

Question: Why should Yajamaan give this oblation without uttering the word Prajaa[ataye?

Answer: It has a very important meaning. The previous Mantra is meant for repenting. When a person does a wrong thing he is asked to repent for his mistake. He must do so by accepting his mistake to God. He should never do so before any human being. Why? Because, one should accept his mistakes only to Him who never commits any mistake. There is no sense in accepting his mistakes to the one who himself is wrong. A person can never be PoorNa – perfect like God. The only one who is perfect is God. Also the God is not arrogant like a man. A man commits a number of mistakes but shows to the world that he is innocent and honest. Mostly a man is a hypocrite.  That is why the God asks us to accept our mistakes only to Him who is free from mistakes.. Here is a very good example. Shri Swami Shraddhanand had once in his life become Christian before he embraced Aryasamaj, One day in the noon time he went to the Church with the intention of begging pardon for his mistake he had committed, thinking that if he goes to the priest, explains his mistake and begs pardon, the priest will recommend his case to the Christ and he will forgive him. He went to the window where the devotees beg pardon. The priest was not present at the window. He went o his room to ask him to come to the window and pardon him for his mistake. He was surprised to see that the priest was not to be seen there. He saw a curtain hanging against the door. When saw inside he was shocked to see the scene. The priest was in a compromising position with one of the ladies of the Church. He was disgusted to see this shocking event, returned to his home and wrote to the priest about this event. He resigned from the membership of the Church. Finally he joined the Aryasamaj after he met Shri Swami Shraddhanand ji and came up as a great leader of the Aryasamaj.  


Maharshi Patanjali has told in his book on Yoga that God is the best Guru ( Sa Poorveshaamapi Guruh kaalena anavacchedaat – God has been the Guru for all teachers for an endless time.)


After a great search Maharshi Dayanand was fortunate to have Guru like Shri Virjaanand. Though he was a blind he had great knowledge of all Vedic scriptures. It was he who showed the right path to Dayanand. 


The Mantra wants to say that one should not be proud to tell others that he knows God, or has seen God or that he does Praayashchittem etc. What Mantra says is that one should correct and rectify himself without telling to any one that he intends to do or has done so. One should   follow Dharma or be devoted to God silently following and obeying Him without any pomp and show. One should follow Dharma and be devoted to God in a very modest way without any kind of ego. If a person prays to God and then declares to everyone that he is a great devotee he loses his prestige and the people laugh at him. Similarly it is said that one should do a noble work in such a way that the left hand does not know what a good thing his right has done.
