May (VIDVAAN) the All-knowing, (VARUNAH) the All-surpassing, (MITRAH) the All-loving, (ARYAMAA) the All-controlling God who is (SAJOSHAAH)* the Friend of all, (DEVEIH) through His divine qualities (NAYATU) lead (NAH) us to (RJUNIITEE) sound policy [political wisdom]!

Oh GOD Almighty, You are the king of Kings. Oh, Mighty Lord surpassing all, be gracious to lead us on, that we may attain right and scrupulous state-craft adopted by the great sovereigns in this world! Oh God, You are ‘Varuna’, of surpassing excellence. Kindly bless us with a good Government, excellent wisdom and perfectly moral way of life. Oh Lord, You are ‘Mitra’, the Friend of all and foe of none. Elevate us to the position of high ranking judges with friendly disposition towards all. Yajna – 

God blesses His devotees

Svishtakrit Agnih tat vidyaat – May my soul know all the things done by my senses. Also, may God know what I wish from Him.  


The Yajamaan wants to say that he should develop his soul in such a way that it should know what things the senses do. Nothing should be unknown to the soul. Because it is the soul that  controls and therefore it should be aware whatever is going on in the body. If something goes wrong the soul should be able to correct it  then and there so that it is not caught doing wrong things, because, it is the soul that is punished for wrong doings and not senses or the body. It is the soul that gets new body in the next birth, not the senses, For example, when the subordinate officers commit mistakes it is the head of the office punished for the wrong doings of the subordinate. The Mantra says that whenever a person does a thing he should be vigilant that the senses do not do anything without the knowledge of the soul.

The word Svishtakrit has three meanings - 

1. Whatever Yajamaan does it should be in the form of Yajna. 

2. It is the duty of Yajamaan that the Yajna he conducts should be well done having no mistakes are wrong doings. 

3. The Yajamaan should be very cautious to see that all things are done with Shraddha.

The Yajna is successful only when it is well accomplished. Then only the Yajamaan is rewarded by God and he feels happy. 

The mantra also says that not only the soul but also God should be fully involved in all good things including Yajna then only the Yajamaan is appreciated by God.
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
