Zhambhala (more commonly spelled Dzambhala) is a wealth deity in Vajrayana (Tibetan)
Buddhism.

He is seen as a manifestation of compassion and is not regarded as a creator god. He is
associated with removing poverty, both material and spiritual. He is also closely compared
with Kubera, the Hindu god of wealth, as both share similar roles and iconography. In this
way, he is often viewed as a Tibetan Buddhist form or equivalent of Kubera in comparative

traditions. He has many different forms.
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
