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Introduction

In these three verses of Sri Sankara Bhagavatpada the essence
of Advaita Vedanta has been brought out.
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1. I remember in the morning the Self which shines in the
heart, which is existence-consciousness-bliss, which is the
goal to be attained by Paramahamsa sannyasis, which is
called the ‘fourth’ because it is beyond the three states of
waking, dream and deep sleep, and which always witnesses
the states of waking, dream and deep sleep. I am that

Brahman which is indivisible and not the aggregate of the five
elements, ether, air, fire, water and earth.
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2. I worship in the morning that supremely effulgent Being
who is spoken of (in the Vedas) as unborn, changeless, and
the highest, who is inaccessible to the mind and whom words
cannot directly describe, but by whose blessing the faculty of

speech functions, and who is described in the Upanishads by
the words ‘not this, not this’.
